This Month’ s Meeting

At the January meeting, we return to our
normal location, Apple Valley Gun Club. We are
going to hear from our Habitat Coordinators on the
work schedule for 2008. We plan work on guzzlers
in both the Mojave Desert while it is still cool
enough to work, and then probably some work on
guzzlers and springs in the San Bernardino National
Forest during the middle of summer.

If members have visited guzzlers during the
hunting season and found any in need of repair or
maintenance, come to the meeting and let us know
so we can put them on the schedule. Also, we will
be talking about our Adopt-A-Guzzler program,
and looking for members to volunteer to keep one
or more guzzlers under their wing so we are always
aware of their condition and requirements.

Work Projects

We are starting work projects with an
outing on Saturday, January"L.9Ve will be doing
the initial work on guzzler A4 south of Phelan in the
Cajon Pass area. Now that there’s been enough rain
to lessen the chances of a brush fire, we will begin
work on that guzzler. The first task in rehabilitating
A4 isto clear aroadinto the gully where the guzzler
Is located so we can get our equipment in. After
that, we will patch and repair the apron and do a
Merlex coat on it as well as other minor work.

We also will be setting up our Merlex Crew
for Saturday to go and put the tint coat on guzzler
A102. Prior to the meeting, the habitat coordina-
tors will be looking at guzzlers A44, A107, and
A63, which we are awaiting grant funds from the
San Bernardino County Fish & Game Commission
to start work on. All three of these guzzlers will
need lots of work and we need plenty of volunteer
help to get these done, probably in February.
